The Maonashee kitchen was upgraded with new
wiring plumbing and appliancesin 1999
However, care was taken to preserve original
design features, notably the long horzontal
counter window throwing natural light onto
the new Coran counter and sink, and the
unigue pane glass partition bringing brightness
in from the seaward side of
the house. Also preserved
were the polished brass
rails, and, most importantly,

the rich wammth of cherry
cabinetry, enhanced further
with cherry facing on the
new Sub-Zero refrigerstor
znd the upright freezer.
Mew Jann-Air double ovens
and the commercially
ventad Thearmador propane
cooktop make it clear that

Monashee's unique gassed-in vestibule, front hall, and graceful
staircase speak tons sbout the dignified ambiance of the home,
gz 3 whaole.

Though the same decorative
touchstonesthat mark the elegant first floor rooms will carry
through to the upper chambers, there is an immeadizte sense
that one is ascending into 2 separste and very private area.

The Carriage House was built in 1993 by John Ross, the
master carpenter whao did the renovations and addition to

the Msain House. The exterioris stained, pressure trested
pine capboard — very sympsthetic to the exteror of the
Main House. The lower level has three bays, isinsulated and
is quickly heated by 2x1800 Watt electric blowers. One bayis

set up as a2 workshop. The second flooris a spacious twao
